Creating Bibliographies or Works Cited Pages

MLA Format

Plagiarism
Definition – taking someone else’s ideas, thoughts or words and passing them off as your own, intentionally or unintentionally

· Using someone words directly or paraphrased, or the ideas behind someone’s words, without citing them is plagiarism, whether you mean to do it or not

· Make sure to always cite the source you find information in to avoid plagiarism on accident (in the text you write and in your bibliography/works cited page)

· If information can be found in 5+ sources, it is considered ‘common knowledge’ and does not need to be cited

· Penalties for plagiarism include: reprimand, detention, loss of credit, suspension
Formatting Checklist
· Title (Works Cited or Bibliography) centered at the top of the page

· All entries are left-aligned

· Second and latter lines of an entry are indented half an inch

· All entries are doubled-spaced, do not skip spaces between entries
· Entries are listed in alphabetical order by first word in entry
· Entries are not bulleted or numbered
Formatting Entries
Book:
Lastname, Firstname. Title of Book. Place of Publication: Publisher, Year of Publication. Medium of Publication.
Work in an Anthology (article in an encyclopedia, chapter in a book, etc.)
Lastname, Firstname. "Title of Essay." Title of Collection. Ed. Editor's Name(s). Place of Publication: Publisher, Year. Page range of entry. Medium of Publication.
An Entire Website:
Editor, author, or compiler name (if available). Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication. Date of access.
A Page on a Website:
Lastname, Firstname. “Title of Article.” Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), date of resource creation (if available). Medium of publication. Date of access.
Journal Article:
Author(s). "Title of Article." Title of Journal Volume. Issue (Year): pages. Medium of publication.
Magazine or Newspaper Article:

Author(s). "Title of Article." Title of Periodical. Day Month Year: pages. Medium of publication.
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
